Not be a current member of the Reverend Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Humanitarian Award Committee.

Criteria: Humanitarian 

1. An adult actively identified with the Dane County area for at least five years;

2. Have shown visible and continuing leadership in one or more of the following areas: education, religion, civil rights, politics or the provision of significant social services in the community;

3. Have not received this award previously (see attached list of recipients)

4. Not a current member of the Reverend Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Humanitarian Award Committee. 

Nominations must be submitted to the Department of Civil Rights by Monday, December 21st, 2009 at 4:30 pm. Commission members will independently rank the nominees, results will be compared and award recipients will be chosen collectively by Committee members. The award(s) will be presented at the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Birthday Celebration in January 2010.
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
