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· 100 Drivers enrolled in the Dane County pilot show (as of today):

· 28% have tested EDAC+ (indicative of heavy drinking) either at baseline or during their enrollment in the Driver Safety Plan

· 62% have tested EDAC negative (indicative of low or no drinking) at baseline and follow up

· 10% are have not submitted to all required tests and are therefore non-compliant with Driver Safety Plan

· Of the 28% who have tested EDAC+:

· Almost half (13/28) denied drinking any alcohol 30 days prior to their assessment interview at the MHCDC

· Half (14/28) reduced their drinking after repeat testing indicating the benefits of brief intervention

·  18% (5/28) continued drinking during follow-up representing the extreme high risk group. Of these five: 
· 2 = Requested repeat testing and waiting for results

· 2 = Were placed in non-compliance with Driver Safety Plan

· The follow up data for the 100 drivers show:

· 46% have abstained from alcohol during the 12-month follow-up period,

· 20% have suffered a relapse during the 12-month follow-up period.

· 34% have not submitted to all required tests and are therefore non-compliant with Driver Safety Plan
